WHEREAS, The Japanese American Citizen’s League (JACL)’s mission is to
preserve the history and culture of Japanese-Americans through education as well
as protect the civil rights of Japanese-Americans and other people; and

WHEREAS, The JACL has been a beacon of light for the Japanese American
community from the 1930’s to present by advocating for rights of thousands of
Japanese Americans; and

WHEREAS, The JACL continues to be an advocate in areas of defamation, anti-
Asian sentiment, hate crimes, and issues of public policy that affect the
community.
